	At Christ the King Primary School, we are committed to developing curious, inspired, well-informed young historians. Our curriculum has been carefully designed alongside the National Curriculum, to support a good working understanding of chronology, providing our children with the opportunity to explore and gain a knowledgeable insight into Britain and that of the wider world – connecting what they know to understand how these periods of time, events and significant individuals have helped to shape the society, nation and world that we live in today. The children are given the chance to work as historians, through the use of enquiry questions (EQs) that have been carefully designed around the key historical disciplinary concepts and substantive knowledge. The children will build their historical knowledge, skillset and vocabulary which will be revisited throughout their learning with the use of retrieval practice activities.

	Cover Sheet 
	To include overarching EQ/s that the children will be building up to. Discuss any key words in EQ such as ‘Influence’. Use of visuals to support understanding.
Vocabulary bank that the children will add to by the end of each lesson. 
A recommended read and place to visit included on the cover sheet linked to their current learning. 
	EQs to be found on curriculum overview. 
Editable front cover templates to be found in Staff Shared Drive.
Use of visuals supported by ‘Noun Project’

	Where are we in our story of the past? 
	First lesson in the unit to focus on supporting chronological understanding. 
KS1 – Start with what life is like today.
KS2 – Use of timeline resource to recap prior knowledge and identify new time period.
Reference to Working Wall timeline.
Chronology to be revisited throughout the unit – start, midpoint and end of unit. Include chronology of different time periods and a breakdown of key events within a specific time period. 
	Use of ‘Mr T Does Primary History’ resources to ensure a consistent use of timelines across KS1 and KS2.

	Working as a Historian 
	Present the EQ of the lesson.

	Key learning to be revisited at the start of the next session.

	Relevance of learning shared
	At the end of each lesson, identify responses to the lesson’s EQ. This should be done through a balance of historical discussion and recording in books. How does this help us as Historians with our overarching EQ?
