Our safeguarding leads have all received full and relevant training in 
Safeguarding procedures. They also attend termly update meetings and attend regular training which is delivered by Cheshire East council in all areas around safeguarding our pupils. 
 
All other staff members including lunchtime supervisors, office staff and Governors receive level 1 training/ refresher training annually. All staff and volunteers are also checked by the Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS)
 
  
Our school council, who meet half-termly, are also involved in keeping our school and pupils safe. Pupils know they can also speak to a school council member in their class if they are worried about something in school.
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What should I do if I am worried about a child?

In every school there is a Designated Person (DSL) especially trained in child protection who will know what to do – our key staff are listed below. They will deal with the matter in an appropriate way so please let them know as soon as possible if you have any concerns about a child.

Vulnerable Pupils & Early Help for Families 
 
All school staff are aware of the potential need for early help for a family who may need a little extra support to keep their children safe and well. 
 
Families can be assisted through Early Help support by a range of professionals. This means that people that already work with them and know them can support families. This can include professionals in health, education e.g. Teachers, and Family Support Workers in the Cheshire East Family Service.

 Our Pastoral work

At Christ the King we believe every child has a voice and encourage them to share how they are feeling. This may be about something they want to celebrate or a worry they may have.

Mrs Wheelton is our learning mentor and she works closely with all staff to support the children  overcome their barriers to learning with either specific or group interventions.




Our interventions include:
 

Talking Heart
 
This is a heart shaped basket in every class and each child has a peg. If they want to talk about something, good news or sad news, they can put their peg into the basket and the teacher will check in with them.  

Pupil Questionnaire
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Each term the children complete a questionnaire around how they feel in school and how safe they feel online. This provides them with the opportunity to say how they are feeling. The pastoral team meet to discuss the questionnaires.


Chill & Chat   [image: Chat & Chill - Photos | Facebook]
This is a lunch time club for years 3—6.
This provides the children with a quiet space to spend lunch and an opportunity to talk about their day, their hobbies, their pets or anything else they  may want to ‘chat’ about.




Hippo Time
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Each classroom has a ‘Hippo Area’ where the children can go for a short period of time if they need to calm down. The area has  some strategies to help them self regulate and identify their emotions. The children in the class have contributed with their ideas for their class hippo area.
