Our Core Values: Creation, Reverence and Respect, Hope, Wisdom, Perseverance, Forgiveness

Aims/ purpose of the 3 year plan
To enable learners to know and understand Christian values
To enable learners to develop a deeper understanding of Christian values, especially core CTK values

Context 
This is the second 3-year cycle since CTK adopted a value themed approach to collective worship.  The stimulus for this approach was to improve the quality of collective worship and ensure it was essentially Christian and provided learners with opportunities for experience of bible stories, opportunities to explore Christian values and to reflect on them in order to develop a deeper understanding and apply this to everyday life.
Half an hour each term (during staff development time) has been devoted to supporting staff to explore the theme for themselves, gain understanding and confidence to explore the value within the classroom.
Learners have begun to have more involvement in worship.
Each class has a ‘Reflection Book’ (A3 scrapbook) which records samples of class worship.  This is monitored by the RE Subject lead.
Two children from Upper Key Stage 2 are responsible for gathering the views of learners after each Monday worship.
Collective Worship was judged to be outstanding in the most recent RE Inspection.

Source Document
A range of resources are used to ‘dip into’ though the core document is ‘Values for Life’.

Current Focus for Collective Worship Development
CPD for all staff, especially those new to school.
Each class to ‘adopt’ a CTK value and explore in greater depth throughout the year and become ‘advocates’ of that value.
Re-launch ½ termly/ termly station worship led by learners.
Ensure learning environment reflects termly themes and is interactive and current (shared areas and class reflection areas).

	* Creativity 
Perspective
Seen from a Christian perspective all of life is a ‘gift’, entrusted by a loving God to humankind for a purpose.  This purpose is glimpsed as the creative spirit within each person that learns to value and explore, celebrate and enjoy this world in all its mystery and diversity.  With this gift comes a mutual responsibility to ensure the creation is not spoiled, but rather sustained and shared by all.
Key Questions
· How do the various areas of our school curriculum promote creativity and enjoyment?
· How are our pupils encouraged to exercise responsibility towards their environment?
· How do the children at CtK learn about and discuss the possibilities of maintaining a balance between ecological issues and technological human progress? (at the local level initially and for older pupils at a global level)
· How do our curriculum areas support pupils understanding of the interconnectedness of life on the planet?
· How are our children encouraged to experience and express feelings of awe and wonder at the beauty, power and mystery of God’s world?
· In what ways do we, at CtK, support children’s spiritual development by encouraging the use of all senses to experience the wonder of creation?

	* Reverence and Respect
Perspective
The nature of God, as revealed in the Bible, presents all people with a choice.  Those whose response is one of respect are acknowledging God’s greatness, authority and involvement in the world.  This will extend to respect for the created order, including humanity made in the image of God.  Reverence takes this response a step further and will include aspects of worship such as awe and wonder, surrender and sacrifice
Key Questions
· How are our children given the opportunity in school to experience feelings of awe, wonder and mystery?
· Are there places and objects around our school that are considered ‘holy or sacred’, which help our children reflect and wonder at the nature of God?
· What special words, sacramental actions or religious symbols are used to challenge and inform children’s understanding of God?
· How do children show their respect for each other and adults in the school community?
· How are our children encouraged to value and respect their own and other people’s belongings?
· How do our policies and practices n the school engender respect fr all members of the school community?

	* Hope
Perspective
Christians see their hope in God’s promise “that love and goodness have, and will ultimately, overcome all evil”.  This hope is manifested in the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
Key Questions
· How do we, at CtK, promote a vision of a hopeful future?
· How does our school help children understand that there is a chance of a new beginning and a fresh start in every situation?
· How do we, at CtK, help our children understand that they can play their part in creating a more sustainable environment and a better society?
· How does our school help our children understand how they are citizens of the world and that this citizenship brings challenges and responsibilities?

	* Wisdom
Perspective
Christians believe that true wisdom comes from God.  As a believer grows in faith so wisdom will increase.  In the Bible wisdom is seen both as a gift from God and a characteristic of God.  In his parables Jesus taught that placing trust in God and recognising what is of value in life brings fulfilment.
Key Questions
· How are our children encouraged to act responsibly and think about the wisdom of their words and actions?
· Are the members of our school community actively praised for making sensible and wise choices?
· Which areas of our curriculum enable our children to consider the importance of thoughtfulness and wisdom?
· How can our children be helped to appreciate the wisdom of others?
· How are our children helped to understand the difference between being clever and being wise?
· Do our children encounter words of wisdom from many different sources?
· How are our children taught to respect the wisdom of parents and teachers?
· How are the adults at CtK helped to recognise the spiritual wisdom of the children?
· How do we encourage our children to reflect on what is of real value in life?

	* Perseverance
Perspective
Jesus frequently encouraged his disciples to ‘endure patiently’ the difficulties and obstacles they encountered and to persevere in the face of adversity.  He himself trusted in God even when his enemies tried to stop his work and plotted his death.
Key Questions
· How are our pupils encouraged and given the skills to persevere through difficult times?
· What practical resources do we, at CtK, draw on to help pupils who are struggling to succeed and achieve, and how does our school support and encourage them in their endeavours?
· How does our school marking policy encourage perseverance and tenacity?
· How do our learning and teaching strategies encourage and motivate our children?
· How do we help children understand that hard work in all curriculum areas is worth the effort?

	* Forgiveness
Perspective
Forgiveness is the means by which damaged relationships are restored.  It is an act of the will, motivated by love.  For Christians, Jesus’ death on a cross is the ultimate revelation of God’s all forgiving love, and his sacrifice stands as a source of inspiration to forgive others, no matter what the cost.
Key Questions
· How are the children and adults in the CtK community helped to acknowledge that we all make mistakes and we all need forgiveness from God and each other?
· How does our school help all members of the school community to make amends for their mistakes?
· How does our school celebrate the idea that God’s love is so great that forgiveness is always possible?
· How does our school foster the idea that forgiveness and acceptance of all builds the life of the school community?

	Truthfulness 
Perspective
Christians believe that truth is revealed n the Bible and supremely in the person and life of Jesus Christ.  Through Jesus’ teaching we are given an insight into the nature of God and the way in which He means us to live.
Key Questions
· How does our school encourage all members of our community to be truthful in their dealings with one another?
· How far does our school help our children understand the concept of being true to oneself? (ie standing up for one’s own beliefs)
Do we, at CtK, equip children to make informed moral choices?
	Friendship
Perspective
Christians believe they can call God their friend because of the relationship made possible through Jesus
Key Questions
· How do we, at CTK, support and encourage friendship bonds by providing opportunities for our children to work collaboratively in pairs and in groups?
· How do we, as the CTK school community, find ways to support and encourage pupils who might be left out of friendship groups?
· How do we, as a school, help pupils to restore broken friendships and promote reconciliation?
· How do we, as a school, help children know where they might receive advice and support if they need it?

	Peace
Perspective
Jesus said: ‘Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called children of God.’(Matthew 5:9).  Peace-making actions can range from helping to resolve conflict to creating space for stillness.  Peace, in the sense of total well-being, is God’s intention for the whole of creation, and is a promise that awaits ultimate fulfilment.
Key Questions
· What strategies do we have in place at CTK to encourage children to appreciate quietness and opportunities for calm reflection?
· How do we, at CTK, encourage children to solve their differences in a constructive way, and to develop the skills of a peacemaker?
·  How do we, at CTK, introduce children to the Christian concepts of ‘peace with God’ and ‘the peace of God’?
· What opportunities do we take to introduce our children to issues of peace and justice both locally and internationally?

	Courage
Perspective
Basic to Christian faith is the claim that God is always present in every situation.  This belief has led to great acts of courage that have included facing danger and opposition, overcoming fear, making a stand for what is right and encouraging others to persevere.  Through prayer people have found the strength to help them be courageous.
Key Questions
· How do we, at CTK, help members of our school community who are facing difficult times?
· How do we encourage others to share their fears and worries?
· What is the ‘CTK way’ of dealing with incidents of bullying?
· How do we demonstrate our core values to everyone in our school community?
· What strategies do we have in place to encourage children to share friendship?
	Compassion
Perspective
Christians believe that their attitudes and actions must reflect the kindness, mercy and compassion of Jesus and the love of God for everyone.
Key Questions
· In what ways do we, at CTK, encourage members of our school community to show kindness and respect to one another?
· How do we foster links with charities for the homeless or those in need?  Do we have links with elderly people in our locality?
· How are new members of our school community nurtured and supported in their first term?
· How does our school help, and encourage children to understand and empathise with members of their community who have suffered traumatic experiences, e.g. bereavement?

	Thankfulness
Perspective
Christians believe that God loves and cares for them in many different ways in all aspects of their life.  They know that their response to this provision should be one of thankfulness and praise.
Key Questions
· How do we, at CTK, encourage an appreciative and thankful attitude in all members of our school community?
· How does our school raise consciousness of being thankful for those things we often take for granted?
· How do we encourage our children to show gratitude in practical ways?
· How do we give thanks for new members of our school community? (e.g. Is there a special welcoming service for reception children or new staff etc?)

	Generosity
Perspective
God’s generosity is best described as ‘grace’, love given freely without limit or conditions.  This generosity, once experienced and acknowledged by an individual, can in turn release a generous spirit towards others.
Key Questions
· Do our children truly understand the concept of giving without seeking any reward?
· How are our children encouraged to act with generosity in both their words and actions?
Which areas of our curriculum enable our children to consider the importance of being generous not only with material objects but also with time, spirit and talents?
	Responsibility
Perspective
The Bible teaches that life is a gift from God and it is our responsibility to use our talents and abilities the best way we can.
Key Questions
· How are our pupils encouraged to act responsibly in the classroom?
· Is there a whole school policy regarding responsibility for the environment?
· How much responsibility is the school council given to implement the decisions it makes?
· Are our children encouraged to think about where responsibility lies for ethical issues that they encounter?
· Do our children understand that attainment in classroom tasks lies not only with the teacher but also with the individual?

	Service
Perspective
Jesus exemplified in his person, ministry and relationship with God, what it was to be called the ‘servant king’.  Christians believe that their calling is to follow Jesus’ example according to their gifts or abilities.  They believe that through serving God in others, ‘perfect freedom’ will ultimately be found.
Key Questions
· How are our pupils encouraged to serve one another?
· How are acts of service celebrated in our school?
· Are school members active in service in the wider community?
· Which areas of the curriculum enable our children to consider the importance of service?
· Numerous adults serve our community behind the scenes.  Are our children aware of who they are and what they do?
· How do our children show their appreciation ad gratitude to those that serve them?
	Humility
Perspective
Christians believe that Jesus was both servant and king.  He demonstrated this through His life, death and resurrection.  Jesus taught his disciples what it means to be truly humble.  Christians believe that they can serve God by demonstrating humility through their attitudes and actions.  This approach to life runs contrary to many role models presented to children in the media and popular culture.
Key Questions
· In what ways do we, at CtK, encourage all members of our school community to serve one another?
· How do we, at CtK, encourage our children to be empathetic and sympathetic to the experiences of others?
· How do we create an ethos in which our children and adults are confident to ask for help and to receive help from others?
	Trust
Perspective
Trust is the basis of all stable relationships, including a person’s relationship with God.  It is rooted in truth, and will grow through consistent experiences of reliability and integrity.  God’s commitment to humanity is seen in his willingness to trust ordinary people with carrying out his purposes through history.
Key Questions
· How do we show our children in practical ways what it means to have trust in others?
· How can we demonstrate sensitively the repercussions when trust is broken?
· Which role models can be presented during this period that will show different kinds of trust that work in our school community and in the wider world?

	Justice
Perspective
The justice revealed in the Bible is always seen in the context of love.  It includes the call to take responsibility for one another, especially the poor and oppressed, and to see that no-one is excluded from the essentials of life.
Key Questions
· How does our school make the children aware of global justice issues?
· How does our school support charities?
· What strategies are in place to ensure that rules and procedures in the school are fair and just?
· How do we encourage our children to take responsibility for each other in the school community and to develop a sense of responsibility towards their ‘neighbours’ near and far?
· How does our school ensure that it is an inclusive community for all?
· How does our school demonstrate compassion and help for those who have made mistakes?
