· Green Exit Buttons: Please ensure that only adults press these release buttons as this will reinforce the message to your child that once they leave school they are exiting a supervised and safe environment.  Talk to your child about this and ensure they understand the risks once they are in the car park or off the premises.  We will continue to do this in school.  If you would like support or advice about how to have this conversation, please see either myself or Mrs Wheelton, our Learning Mentor.

· Gates: The pedestrian gate (onto the car park for pre-school) will now be locked during school hours.  We are aware this may cause some issues for access to the pre-school but are liaising with them regarding appropriate adjustments to the perimeter fence and their point of access.  We appreciate your patience and support in keeping your children safe.  The double gates onto the carpark will be closed during the school day.  We appreciate this may be an inconvenience for people who need to use the car park but believe the children’s safety is our priority.

· Adults in School: We make the appropriate safeguarding checks regarding all adult volunteers in school.  Whilst we have an open door policy and enjoy a good relationship with all our school community, all other adults must be accompanied by an employed member of staff when in school.  If you need to speak to office staff, please use the main entrance.  Your co-operation is appreciated.
