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School Safeguarding Incident

Dear Parent(s)/ Carer(s),

We are glad to inform you that the incident involving the BB Gun has now been resolved.  In order to do this effectively we were invited by the police to participate in ‘Restorative Justice’.

Restorative Justice

This is a practice which brings those harmed by crime or conflict and those responsible for the harm into communication, enabling everyone affected by a particular incident to play a part in repairing the harm and finding a positive way forward.   It enables people to communicate effectively and positively. It is a proactive approach to preventing further harm and conflict. Restorative practice supports people to recognise that all of their activities affect others and that people are responsible for their choices and actions and can be held accountable for them. It enables people to reflect on how they interact with each other and consider how best to prevent harm and conflict.

A facilitated meeting was held with myself, a police constable and the instigator of the incident.  This provided an opportunity for us to explain the impact and potential dangers of the incident to the perpetrator and helped us to understand the situation from another point of view.  Through discussion with myself and members of our pupil safeguarding group we were able to reach a mutual solution.  I would encourage you to discuss this with your child in order to continue our shared responsibility to keep them safe and to enable them to understand how they can do this.

I would like to take this opportunity to thank you and the children again for your patience during this time.  It is a real credit to the whole school community.  I would also like to commend the pupil safeguarding group who have done such a superb job of ensuring that the pupil voice has been heard throughout this period – well done!
